• This Good Friday: Fast and abstinence are compulsory for all adults up to 60 
years old.

• Remember the commandment of the Church regarding the annual confession 
and Easter communion. It’s an obligation for every Catholic to received Holy 
Communion at Easter time, which means within two weeks before or after 
Easter. A good Communion presupposes a good confession. Therefore, it is 
highly recommended to make a good confession during the Holy Week.
